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6LOCAL RULES:
USGA Rules shall govern all play except where
modified by local rules or special rules that may be
posted on the bulletin board.
1. Flower beds are considered ground under

repair. A player is entitled to drop their ball
within one club length of the nearest point of
relief, no closer to the hole, without penalty.

2. Through the green a ball which, by force of
impact, remains embedded in its own pitch mark,
may be lifted without penalty, cleaned, and
dropped as near as possible to the spot where it
lay, but not closer to the hole. A ball may not be
cleaned “through the green” unless so embedded.

“THROUGH THE GREEN” IS THE WHOLE AREA OF THE

COURSE EXCEPT:
A. Teeing ground and putting green of the hole being

played.
B. All hazards of the course.
