ALL PLAYERS MUST REGISTER WITH STARTER PRIOR TO TEEING OFF.
USGA RULES GOVERN ALL PLAY.
1. DRAINAGE DITCHES OR FRENCH DRAINS: Play ball as if ground 

under repair. One club length from nearest point of relief,
no nearer the hole, no penalty. 

2. BALL LYING ON CART PATH: Proceed under the ground
under repair rule.

3. RED STAKES define lateral water hazards.
YELLOW STAKES define water hazards.
WHITE STAKES define out of bounds.

4. All yardage markers are measured to the center of the green.
• WHITE POLE: 150 yards

5. The drop area for the 3rd hole is located directly behind the green.
All players must proceed to the drop area if their ball has not
crossed the hazard.

6. Please refrain from taking practice swings on tees and repair all
divots and ball marks.

7. Keep all pull carts and motorized carts at least 30 feet from all
greens and tees. Use cart paths where available.

8. All naturalized areas are to be played as lateral water hazards.
Player may drop a ball at the point of entry.

9. Rake out trap - Place rake in bunker.

In the interest of maximizing player enjoyment, it is essential that a round of golf
not take over 4 1/2 hours. All players must proceed accordingly: A fivesome is a
privilege - not a right - and must adhere to the 4 1/2 hour time limit.
