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FAST PLAY RULES
1. If a group falls out of position on the golf course, a friendly warning

will be issued.
2. If the group continues to be out of position, the players will be asked to

pick up and move.
3. If the group continues to affect the experience of guests behind them,

a raincheck will be issued so the players can finish their round another day.

LOCAL RULES
1. Planted area behind #9 and #13 green are played as ground under repair. Cart path

behind #9 green defines out of bounds.
2. Hazards are clearly marked - Water hazards with yellow stakes,

Lateral hazards with red stakes.
3. Ball striking power lines crossing second and third fairways must be 

replayed from where originally hit without penalty.
4. Ball lying on the wrong green must be dropped one club

length from that green, no nearer the hole, no penalty.
5. Each player must have a set of clubs.
6. Please repair all ball marks and divots, and keep power carts 30 feet from

greens and tees.
7. All spectators must ride in a paid cart.
