USGA AND THE FOLLOWING RULES SHALL GOVERN PLAY

Out of Bounds: Defined by white posts & white disks, perimeter as per Rule 27 including 
fences and walls, (inner edge of sidewalk/bicycle paths on holes #1, 2, 4, 11, 12 and 16) 
and inside edge of curb on holes #6, 7 and 8. A ball coming to rest across a road defined as 
O.B. is out of bounds.

Water Hazards: Defined by yellow stakes and / or lines, per Rule 26.

Lateral Hazards: Defined by red stakes and / or lines. As an additional option, you may use 
the ball drops provided on holes #9 & 15 or proceed under the water hazard Rule (26-1).

Power Lines: Ball striking power line on holes #2, 3, or 4 must be replayed. No penalty.

Wires and Stakes Supporting Trees: If such a wire or stake interferes with a player's 
stance or area of his intended swing, the ball may be lifted, without penalty, and dropped in 
accordance with the procedure prescribed in Rule 24-2b(i) (Immovable Obstructions). The 
ball may be cleaned when so lifted. Relief is from the stake or wire, not the tree.

Ball on Wrong Green: On Holes #9 and 18, a ball resting on the green not being played, 
must be dropped off the green, no nearer the hole, at the nearest point of relief, no penalty, 
per Rule 25-3.

Embedded Ball: "Through the green," a ball embedded in its own pitch mark may be lifted, 
cleaned and dropped, as close as possible to its original position, not closer to the hole, per 
Appendix 1. No penalty.

Immovable Obstructions: The drains on the left side of hole #8, and the stairs on hole #7. 
Take free relief with no penalty.

Retaining Walls: Are integral parts of the course. No relief without penalty.

Yardage Devices: Yardage devices that measure distance only may be permitted per Rules of  
Golf 14-3/0.5. However, the use of devices that gauge or measure other conditions that might 
affect a player’s play is not permitted.

You are responsible for any injury to people or damage to property caused by your actions, 
including errant golf shots.
