USGA Rules Govern All Play Except for the 
Following and Posted Local Rules:

This course is 
irrigated with 

reclaimed water.

 1. �	Each player must have one club and a putter.
 2. �	Range balls not permitted.
 3. 	Spectators/Cleats not permitted on course.
 4. �	Players must keep up with the group ahead.
 5.� �	After six strokes, pick up ball, then go to next hole.
 6. �	All water hazards to be played as one stroke penalty.
 7. 	�Ball resting on wrong green must not be played on that green, but 20 feet off 

apron.
 8. �	Ball may be dropped two club lengths away from all protective fences, staked 	

	trees or unnatural hazards. No penalty.
 9.�  Players may lay away from fences enclosing course, and driving range, two  

	 club lengths - one stroke penalty.
10. 	�Red Flag - Pin Front • White Flag - Pin Center • Blue Flag - Pin Back of 

Green.
11. �	Carts are not allowed on tee boxes or greens.
12. �	You are responsible for any injury to people or damage to property caused by 		

your actions, including errant golf shots.
