1. �Please keep all electric carts on the cart paths.
2. �BOUNDARY STAKES: Boundary Stakes with red tips are played as a lateral hazard.
3. �WIRES: If a ball strikes a guy wire, wire or utility pole, the ball must be replayed 

with no penalty.
4. �Ball lying on cart path: Ball may be dropped one club length from the nearest  

point of relief, no nearer to the hole, with no penalty.
5. �STAKED TREES: If a staked tree interferes with a player’s stance or swing, the ball 

may be dropped one club length from the nearest point of relief, no nearer the hole, 
with no penalty.

6. �GRAVEL BASED DRAINAGE  
DEPRESSIONS: Whether gravel is visible  
or not, if it interferes with a player’s  
stance or swing, the ball may be dropped  
one club length from the nearest point of  
relief, no nearer to the hole, with  
no penalty.

7. WATER HAZARDS: Play all  
	 water hazards as lateral water hazards.

Please Avoid Slow Play.
• Play ready golf.
• Keep pace with the group ahead.
• Be ready to hit when it’s your turn.
• �Cart Driver: When it’s safe, leave passenger  

with needed clubs at their ball, then go to yours.
• Hole out, avoid marking ball if possible.
• Clear green, mark scores on next tee.
• �You are responsible for any injury to people  

or damage to property caused by your actions,  
including errant golf shots.
